TOWN COUNCIL MEETING

I. Public Comments

A. Jill Gilmore thanked the Council for all of the good work on mosquito control. She thought the larvicide/dunk program last year worked well.

II. Call to Order

Mayor Debbie Moon called the Town Council Meeting to order at 7:35 p.m., Tuesday, April 13, 2010 in the Wachapreague Town Hall.

III. Approval of Minutes

Sandie Puchalski made a motion to approve the Minutes for March 2, 2010 Town Council Meeting. Val Vincent seconded the motion. There being no discussion, the motion was voted upon and passed unanimously.

IV.  Review of Financial Report

A. Mayor Moon reported Town of Wachapreague total checking and savings at $111,083.51 and for the Marina at $158,035.58.

V.  Old Business

A. MARINA 

1. Dock Repairs – Sandie Puchalski reported that repairs are basically completed. Mayor Moon noted that over the past two years several repairs and updates have been done and the Marina should be in good shape for a while.

B. BUILDING & MAINTENANCE

1. Debbie Shrieves noted that there is a lot of brush in Town; however, Maintenance is picking it up as scheduled on the first and third Tuesdays so not all is removed every time. Discussion followed. Mayor Moon said because of the heavier amounts in spring and fall, consider more pickups for the next few weeks. She will check with Sandy Russell regarding any budget concerns.

C.  STREETS AND DRAINAGE

1. 911 Addresses – Rita Boulter reported project going slow but she is making progress.

2. Ditch Clearing Project – Ritchie Puchalski has submitted a proposal to County for $3,750, which has been approved and will be paid for by the County. The work will exclude the Bayview ditch, which needs the County spider equipment. Ms. Boulter questioned if the grate replacements could be included. Discussion followed. Donald Hart said to submit it, but will need further approval for expenses over $4,000. Work needs to be completed by June 1, 2010.

D. PARKS AND BEAUTIFICATION

E.  LIGHTING AND TOURISM

1. Wachapreague Brochure – Val Vincent reported that the Discover Wachapreague brochure is very outdated. She will work on revision.

G. CHANNEL DREDGING – Susan Parker is arranging for representatives from VIMS, the Coast Guard, Joe Spagnola, Randy Lewis, Darryl Lilliston, and Chris Wardius to meet with an advocate from the Corps of Engineers who will guide the Town through the process.

H. TRASH SERVICE – No Report

I. BZA Appointment – To date have not received the Judge’s order for Bruce Munn’s reappointment to date. Mayor Moon stated that David Moon would also be coming off the BZA this year.

J. MOSQUITO CONTROL 

1. Val Vincent noted that the new contract with Ehrlich calls for ten (10) larvicide/dunk treatments, not 14 as voted on by Council at the March Town Council Meeting, but they will refund any funds not used.

2. Ms. Vincent announced that the first larviciding has taken place. She met with the Ehrlich representative and is making a map identifying the placement of the larvicides for future Council members.

3. She noted an article has been written stating the City of Chesapeake is spraying larvicides for the Dismal Swamp.
