TOWN COUNCIL MEETING

I. Public Comments – Guest Speaker – Ehrlich Pest Control

III. Approval of Minutes

Debbie Shrieves made a motion to approve the minutes for the January 20, 2009 Town Council Meeting as drafted. Sandie Puchalski seconded the motion. There being no further discussion, the motion was voted upon and passed unanimously.

     IV.        Review of Financial Report
A.  Mayor Moon reported the Town of Wachapreague SunTrust checking at $75,407.56 with U.S. Treasury Securities at $48,318.90 for a total of $123,766.46. The Port of Wachapreague Town Marina SunTrust checking is $140,412.71.

A. MARINA 

1. Antenna Repair - Susan Parker that the antenna has arrived and they are contacting a welding company to commence work.  The Antenna will be installed so that it can fold down during bad weather.

1. Lighting for Wachapreague Welcome Sign and Rt. 13 Billboard – Val Vincent has researched and recommended a solar power light for $99.95 plus Shipping and Handling.  Val will proceed with the purchase of this light and if should work well will purchase others for the Rt 13 Billboard as well. 

2. Visitors’ Guide – All Wachapreague ads will be on the same page in the guide.

F. COMMERCIAL DRAIN FIELD SYSTEM STUDY – Sandy. Russell reported that there were several flaws in how the original study was conducted and that this is still an issue for the Commercial properties to get the proper sewer service.  He recommends that the money be returned to the current people involved with the study and to start this process over again.  A workshop will be held on February 12 at 7 pm to further discuss options and how much land is required for the Drain Field.  The workshop will also discuss the presentation on Mosquito Control.  Mayor Moon gave further background on the three year study and the need to restart the process.
