TOWN COUNCIL MEETING

I. Guest:  Donald Hart, District 8 Representative, Accomack CountyBoard of Supervisors

A. Mr. Hart offered to get involved on a County level regarding the channel dredging.
B. Mr. Hart announced that the County Board of Supervisors will reimburse the Town for the Fire Department’s 2009 Carnival trash landfill charges. In the future, the expenses will be sent to the Board of Supervisors. Mayor Moon stated that since the Fire Department has already paid the Town, the Town would send them a refund.
C. Mr. Hart stated that there is a district 8 Fund available, which is tax dollars set aside for drainage; however the work needs to be done by June because the monies may be spend elsewhere. He asked for help from Town Council to get a bid from a Crew/Group/Company to work on all the ditches throughout Town to pull leaves and limbs, repair/replace crushed pots, clear brush etc. Tipping Fees would be reimbursed. Once a ballpark estimate of the work is submitted, he will give the go ahead, which will be faster than his going through the Board. It would be better to write one check if possible. He told Council that the amount available is variable. Melfa will be between $2,000 and $3000 but can go higher. Mayor Moon asked Rita Boulter and Debbie Shrieves to coordinate.

III. Call to Order

Mayor Debbie Moon called the Town Council Meeting to order at 7:45 p.m., Tuesday, March 2, 2010 in the Wachapreague Town Hall.

IV. Approval of Minutes

Debbie Shrieves made a motion to approve the Minutes for February 2, 2010 Town Council Meeting. Val Vincent seconded the motion. There being no discussion, the motion was voted upon and passed unanimously.

IV.  Review of Financial Report

A. Mayor Moon reported Town of Wachapreague total checking and savings at $119,575.22 and for the Marina at $74,854.45.

V.  Old Business

A. MARINA 

1. Dock Repairs – Sandie Puchalski reported new dock box received. Still awaiting wood for dock. She is concerned about delay and will look locally.

B. BUILDING & MAINTENANCE - None

C.  STREETS AND DRAINAGE

1. 911 Addresses – Rita Boulter reported that she is working on project.

2. Drainage-Lee Street –Broken grate over ditch. Ms. Boulter inquired if it could be replaced. Discussion followed. Mayor Moon asked who is responsible, Town, County or VDOT. Will investigate.

D. PARKS AND BEAUTIFICATION

a. Brooklyn/Lee Properties – Mariner – No response.

b. Church & Powellton – Overgrowth – No response. Town Clerk to write letter and ask if they are willing to pay someone to clear property. Include a suggested list of people.

c. 16 South Street – Kathleen Dentworth – Sandie Puchalski has sent e-mails, but no response. Town Clerk to send letter regarding property maintenance.

E.  LIGHTING AND TOURISM

1. Street Light Outage – Val Vincent reported that light outage on Lee Street being addressed.

2. Eastern Shore Guide – Ms. Vincent announced that new Guide received and has a nice layout for Wachapreague along with ad.

F. WACHAPREAGUE SEASIDE PARK

1.  Bill Burnham – Committee Chairman reported.

a. Distributed latest budget for Council’s information and review. He has two authorization requests for Council.  The monies are all set aside from the grant, not from the Town. The only reason for the requests is because of the amounts.

b. Asked for authorization from Council to spend $2500 for the pumping out, collapsing, crushing, and filling the two septic tanks.

c. Ready to go forward with gazebo. Due to financial considerations and size restrictions, the Committee decided it would be best to purchase a 20’ vinyl kit with treated lumber to be placed on concrete pylons. This will also make it as maintenance free as possible. He submitted the Zoning Permit Application to Zoning Administrator for approval.  Steps and ramp and assembling will be additional. Discussion followed regarding who might assemble. The project will cost approximately $16,000-$20,000. The kit should be less than $20,000, but will need the remainder of those monies for the site preparation. Therefore, he is asking for Council to approve $20,000 to make sure all is covered. Discussion and questions followed.

d. Walkways – Due to financial limitations, there will be one simple walkway from the gazebo to the sidewalk probably using crush and run. Then later, when monies or donations are available, additional walkways and pavers could be added.

e. Pat Hart is working on landscaping.

f. Sign ordered.

g. Ms. Vincent coordinating the order for the benchs.

2.Septic Tanks – Debbie Shrieves made a motion for Council to approve the pumping out, crushing, and filling of the two (2) septic tanks located on the Wachapreague Seaside Park property at a cost of $2500. A Roll Call Vote was taken and passed. A copy of the Motion and Roll Call Vote are attached hereto to these Minutes.

3. Gazebo – Sandie Puchalski made a motion for Council to approve the purchase price for the Gazebo to be located on the site of the Wachapreague Seaside Park at a price not to exceed $20,000. A Roll Call Vote was taken and passed. A copy of the Motion and Roll Call Vote are attached hereto to these Minutes.

G. CHANNEL DREDGING – Susan Parker reported that she has spoken to the Project Manager. The process has completely changed. The decision to dredge used to be made at the local level at the project office in Hampton Roads. It is now made at the Federal level and is a long complicated process. The Town will need to get its representatives aware and involved. He thinks the Finney Creek permits are still valid. Once he has these, he will come to Wachapreague to meet. Town needs to obtain detailed information from VIMS on the commercial value to the Town with monetary figures; also from the Coast Guard and Town Marina. Being a recreational fishing area will not pull a lot of weight. In order to get Shallow Water Dredging, there must be 1,000,000 tons of Commercial business. It is almost impossible to accomplish in a 6’. Discussion and questions followed. Need to get County on board as sponsor and get special notice to Glenn Nye and Webb.

H. TRASH SERVICE – No Report

I. MOSQUITO CONTROL – Val Vincent has spoken to Ehrlich. They have agreed to continue the larvicide dunk program at the same rate as last year with a 5% discount if paid in advance. Ms. Vincent made a motion for Council to approve a contract with Ehrlich for the application of larvicide and dunks for mosquito control season 2010, in the amount of $4,389.00, which represents fourteen (14) treatments @$330.00 per treatment less the 5% discount. Deborah Shrieves seconded the motion. Discussion followed. Ms. Vincent explained that treatments would be approximately every twenty-one (21) days and run from the first of April to mid-October. If any of the monies are not used, they will be refunded. There being no further discussion, a Roll Call Vote was taken and passed. The Motion and Roll Call Vote are attached hereto to these Minutes.

VI.New Business
A. Street Sign – Ms Puchalski informed Rita Boulter that Mr. Turner reported the street sign down at South and High.

B. Town Park 

1. Ms Puchalski noted that Mr. Tyson has requested that the shrubs be trimmed between their property and the Park as they keep an eye on the Park for the Town. Will ask Maintenance Crew or Coast Guard to trim.

2. Ms. Puchalski will price new restroom doors.

C. Rt. 13 Sign – Ms Puchalski has received a call from Sean Fate asking if the Fired Department could hang a banner advertising the Carnival. He will come to Town Council to discuss.

D. Parking Area - Mr. Fate has also asked if the Fire Department could blacktop the parking area. Mr. Burnham and Council concurred that this is probably not within the grant limits. Fire Department will come to Town Council to discuss.

VII. Announcements
A. Debbie Shrieves discussed the Easter Egg Hunt for Saturday April 2, 2010 at 1:00 p.m. She and Mayor Moon will coordinate.

VIII. Adjournment

Sandie Puchalski made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Debbie Shrieves seconded the motion. The motion was voted upon and passed unanimously. The meeting was adjourned at 8:55 p.m.
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
