TOWN COUNCIL MEETING

I. Public Comments

A. George Scoville asked about the status of the grant for the purchase of the Old Wachapreague Hotel lot. Mayor Debbie Moon advised she would give an update during the meeting.

B. Zadoc (Randy) Lewis questioned why only one dunk had been placed in the fresh water pond on his Smith property while other properties had more. He also said that when the company was called, they advised that all information needed to come from the Council member assigned to Mosquito Control. Mayor Moon advised that she would address during the meeting.

C. Chris Wardius asked if the Town would be interested in sharing the expense for a 12’ x 40’ lit Wachapreague sign north of T’s Corner. The Town’s share would be 25% and cost approximately $1200-1500. Mayor Moon advised that Council would address during the meeting.

II. Call to Order

Mayor Debbie Moon called the Town Council Meeting to order at 7:37 p.m., Tuesday, May 5, 2009 in the Wachapreague Town Hall.

III. Citizen Complaint

Mayor Moon responded to a written complaint from Susie Atkinson and addressed each issue with an explanation.

A. Public Comments – Mayor Moon reiterated the Public Comment procedure, which has been in practice for many years.

B. Votes on new topics - Mayor Moon explained that the Council does not usually make it a practice to vote on new issues but it depends on the type of business. It can legally and rightfully be done and last month it was necessary to fill a Council vacancy.

C. Mosquito Control – Mayor Moon reported for Val Vincent. She explained in detail the complete procedure that the mosquito control company used to treat their property and other properties throughout Town. She reviewed the previous mosquito control procedure used by Eastern Shore Termite Control. She announced that Ms. Vincent has set up an Insect Concerns Box in Town Hall for questions or problems. She assures everyone that they will be answered

IV. Approval of Minutes

A. Debbie Shrieves made a motion to approve the minutes for April 13, 2009 Town Council Meeting and the April 21, 2009 Workshop as drafted. Sandie Puchalski seconded the motion. There being no discussion, the motion was voted upon and passed unanimously.

V. Review of Financial Report

A. Vice Mayor Sandy Russell reported the Town of Wachapreague SunTrust checking at $62,807.52 with U.S. Treasury Securities at $48,318.90 for a total of $111,166.42 The Port of Wachapreague Town Marina SunTrust checking is $154,291.89.

1. Antenna Repair – completed.

2. Pager for Harbor Master will be purchased this week.

B. BUILDING & MAINTENANCE - None

C.  STREETS AND DRAINAGE – No report. New Council Member Rita Boulter will take over these responsibilities. She will meet with Kathy Bilicki to coordinate transfer.

D. PARKS AND BEAUTIFICATION

1. Diamond Property – Sandie Puchalski reported that only a few pieces of tree left to be removed. Work almost completed.

E. LIGHTING AND TOURISM - None

F. THE NATURE CONSERVANCY PROPERTY – PURCHASE UPDATE – Mayor Moon gave Mr. Scoville update. Awaiting legal work for closing.

G. MOSQUITO CONTROL
1. Sandy Russell stated that Ehrlich reported that the Lilliston property on Atlantic is one of the worst areas in town for producing mosquitoes and rats because of its condition and the standing water in barrels and underneath the AC unit. This needs to be looked into. If Council agrees, Val Vincent has offered to discuss it with them. Council concurred.

2. Other areas of the mosquito control program were discussed under the Section III.

H. FY2010 BUDGET

1. Sandy Russell reported that a Workshop on the budget was held on April 21, 2009 and asked Council if any questions or discussion at this point. None.

2. Sandy Russell made a motion to advertise the proposed Town of Wachapreague and Port of Wachapreague Town Marina FY2010 Budget for Public Hearing on June 2, 2009. Debbie Shrieves seconded the motion. There being no discussion, the motion was voted upon and passed unanimously.

3. Sandy Russell made a motion to advertise a proposed increase in the Real Estate Tax rate in the amount of $.02 per $100 for Public Hearing on June 2, 2009. Sandie Puchalski seconded the motion. There being no discussion, the motion was voted upon and passed unanimously.

I. FERAL CATS/STRAY ANIMALS – Debbie Shrieves has spoken to Animal Control and they will look into the problem. No word to date.

VII.New Business

A. PROPOSED NEW RT. 13 BILLBOARD – Mayor Moon asked Susan Parker to meet with Chris Wardius regarding number of interested participants, the costs, etc.

B. Parks & Beautification

1. Rita Boulter noted that the two properties located on either side of the Moist property on Main Street are in bad shape.

2. Tennis Courts – Sandie Puchalski stated that the courts are starting to show some cracks. She will contact Reynolds to see if there is anything they or the Town can do to prevent them from going any further.

A. Mayor Moon read a thank you letter from Jackie Zang.

IX.  Adjournment

Debbie Shrieves made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Sandie Puchalski seconded the motion. The motion was voted upon and passed unanimously. The meeting was adjourned at 8:05 p.m.
