TOWN COUNCIL MEETING

I. Public Comments

A. Sean Fate explained that he did not have the final proposal for the Carnival sign from ADCO. The Fire Department would need to know the Council’s answer before the next meeting; therefore, he asked the Council to consider the request tonight. Mayor Debbie Moon suggested the Council discuss during the meeting.
B. Val Vincent said she thought everyone enjoyed the groundbreaking and dedication for the Wachapreague Seaside Park. Jill Gilmore expressed it was a very special occasion.
C. Sandie Puchalski thanked Kerry Wallace for his help in cleaning the duck pen at the Marina.
II. Call to Order

Mayor Debbie Moon called the Town Council Meeting to order at 7:40 p.m., Tuesday, May 11, 2010 in the Wachapreague Town Hall.

III. Approval of Minutes

Sandie Puchalski made a motion to approve the Minutes for April 13, 2010 Town Council Meeting. Val Vincent seconded the motion. There being no discussion, the motion was voted upon and passed unanimously.

IV.  Review of Financial Report

A. Mayor Moon reported Town of Wachapreague Money Market account at $50, 073.10 and Checking account at $63,678.59 for a total checking and savings of $113,791.69.  The Port of Wachapreague Town Marina total checking and savings is $67,797.46.

V.  Old Business

A. MARINA  - No Report

B. BUILDING & MAINTENANCE

1. Lawn Mower - Debbie Shrieves reported that as previously discussed in fall 2009, the oldest lawn mower might need to be replaced. Now it is in very bad shape and needs a new motor, which would not be worth doing for a mower of this age. The price of a new mower would be just under $1800.00. Ms. Shrieves made a motion for Council to approve the purchase of a new Snapper 52” Riding Lawn Mower at a cost not to exceed $1800.00. Sandie Puchalski seconded the motion. Mayor Moon noted that this mower has good features and the Town has received a very good deal to purchase it. There being no further discussion or questions, a Roll Call vote was taken and passed. A copy of the Motion and Roll Call Vote are attached hereto to these minutes.

C.  STREETS AND DRAINAGE

1. 911 Addresses – To be completed in June.

2. Ditch Clearing Project – Project starting soon and needs to be completed and all expenditures in by June 1.

D.  PARKS AND BEAUTIFICATION

1. Church & Powellton-Overgrowth – The grass is being mowed, but the overgrowth is still there. The Town Clerk reported that the Button’s local contact is talking to them and encouraging them to come to Town to address the issue.

2. 16 South Street – Kathleen Dentworth – Ms. Puchalski reported that yard is being mowed and cleared, but there is a new issue that cars are being piled on property. She is looking into this.

3. Town Park – Ms. Puchalski reported that the doors have been installed. Parks and Rec has offered to buy paint for the floors if the Town provides the labor. This will be taken care of. Roundup and mulching has been started.

4. Ms. Puchalski has weeded, planted and mulched the Wachapreague Welcome Sign area and the Marina.

E.  LIGHTING AND TOURISM

1. Wachapreague Brochure – Val Vincent stated that once the gazebo is completed for Seaside Park, it would be good to include pictures of it and other aspects in the revision of the Discover Wachapreague brochure. Since this will not occur until later in June, the revision is tabled until the new Council is in place and the next Lighting and Tourism coordinator has been selected.

F. WACHAPREAGUE SEASIDE PARK

1.  Bill Burnham, Committee Chairman reported.

a. Building Permit received from Accomack County and posted.

b. Gazebo manufacturer has advised June 7 as tentative date for delivery.

c. Chris Wardius is obtaining a quote for site preparation at approximately $600, which is within budget.

d. No word on the DCR sign to date. Discussion followed about the official Seaside Park sign. It was decided that this would be determined later.

2. Val Vincent thanked Sandie Puchalski for the platter of cookies for the groundbreaking that everyone enjoyed. She was pleased with the good turnout from Town residents.  There was a photo in the Eastern Shore News  of the tree planting and she will try to get more articles published as stages of the Park progress.

G. CHANNEL DREDGING – Susan Parker reported that she and other business and civic parties in Town met with Doug Stamper from the Corps of Engineers. Mr. Stamper said for such a small waterfront, he was impressed with the variety of needs and all the efforts of the town. The Town needs to prepare a Value to the Nation Usage Report listing the value that this dredging has to this town and submit to Mr. Stamper by May 24th. She has requested that each marina, plus Lilliston Seafood, VIMS and the Coast Guard, write up specific values and they will meet with Mark Luchenbach at VIMS to coordinate the report. Mr. Stamper encouraged the Town to coordinate with the County as well.

H. TRASH SERVICE – No Report

I. BZA Appointment – Mr. Hopkins has advised that Bruce Munn’s reappointment is before the court and the Judge should respond soon.

J. MOSQUITO CONTROL 

1. Ms. Vincent reported that there have been two larvicidings and they will continue every 21 days throughout the Town during the season.

VI.New Business

A. Carnival Sign on Rt. 13 – Council discussed and concurred that sign would be a good idea. Mr. Fate will talk to the owners of the property for access to add it to the existing sign.

B. Ditch – Ms. Puchalski noted that the ditch at Custis and Finney needs filling in. Discussion followed regarding if VDOT or County is responsible. Ms. Boulter is working on this.

C. Duck Pen - Ms. Puchalski reported that the Duck Pen at the Marina has been cleaned, debris removed and water has been put back. There is a sign up sheet for volunteers willing to feed/water the ducks. For the record, no one is trapping the ducks or hurting them; they come and go as they please.

VII. Announcements
A. Ms. Puchalski announced that she has ordered a dedication plaque for Evelene Turner to be placed at the Wachapreague Welcome Sign.

VIII. Adjournment

Debbie Shrieves made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Sandie Puchalski seconded the motion. The motion was voted upon and passed unanimously. The meeting was adjourned at 8:15 p.m.
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
