TOWN COUNCIL MEETING

I. Public Comments – None

II. Call to Order
Mayor Debbie Moon called the Town Council Meeting to order at 7:50 p.m. Tuesday, July 6, 2010 in the Wachapreague Town Hall.

III. New Town Council Members/Town Clerk

Mayor Moon welcomed new members Stuart Bell, Rich Pulchalski, and noted that John Joeckel was absent but would be joining the Council soon. Town Clerk Aline Cook was then introduced and welcomed.

IV. Approval of Minutes
Debbie Shrieves made a motion to approve the Minutes for June 1, June 8, and June 24, 2010 Town Council Meeting. Sandie Puchalski seconded the motion. There being no discussion, the motion was voted upon and passed unanimously.

V. Review of Financial Report

A. Mayor Moon reported Town of Wachapreague total current assets, checking and savings are $99,122.59 and the Port of Wachapreague Town Marina at $71,642.99.

VI. Town Assistance and Areas of Responsibility

A. Mayor Moon turned the meeting over to Ms. Puchalski who stated that Sandy Russell had agreed to continue his services to the Town. Debbie Shrieves asked for an outline of what would be included in this position. Ms. Puchalski made a motion to explain necessity of this including:

Issues of reimbursements, monies owed to the Town, training, transportation, i.e. golf carts and regulations related thereto, personal property tax, gift or purchase of Atlantic Avenue land, Nature conservancy, Part time Police Officer, law enforcement training, tax collections, ANEC and Verizon property taxes, liability, street maintenance, radar equipment, licensing, Trailer and Boat taxes, etc., all areas not covered by the Town Clerk position. Mr. Russell agreed to a rate of $12/hr beginning July 7, 2010. Stuart Bell asked if all of these duties had been performed in the past? Mayor Moon responded these are areas not covered by the Clerk and involving issues in money reimbursement. The position is short term only, and once tasks are completed, will be eliminated. Ms. Shrieves made motion for Mr. Russell to assume the position of part-time town manager at rate of $12/hr beginning July 7, 2010. Ms. Pulchaski seconded the motion. There being no further discussion the motion was voted upon and passed by majority vote and Mr. Bell not voting.

2. Mayor Moon appointed Debbie Shrieves as Vice-Mayor. Ms. Shrieves accepted and Council concurred.

VII. Old Business

A. MARINA

1. Ms. Puchalski reported regarding vandalism, concerns with sunken boat, and suspicious activities after dark on the dock, drug paraphernalia left there, etc. It was suggest by Ms. Pulchalski that “Dusk to Dawn” curfew, request from coast Guard for additional help, surveillance, i.e. cameras, light fixtures, should all be considered options for future meeting. It was suggested by Ms. Puchalski that future participation in Neighborhood watch, could be an option. Also a Sheriff deputy patrol after 11:00p.m.  It was agreed to wait for ADT first to demonstrate options before any decision could be voted on.

C. STREETS AND DRAINAGE

1. Mr. Joeckel will assume this responsibility after his swearing in and address the issues of the grates and pipes. She asked Mr. Puchalski to brief him on those areas.

2. Mayor Moon asked all council to participate in 911 clarification project and completion.

D. PARKS AND BEAUTIFICATION

1. Welcome Sign-Ms. Puchalski stated that flowers have been replanted and the plaque for Evelene Turner has been installed.

2. Church and Powellton-Overgrowth-Diana Brown has been in contact with Mrs. Button who informs her that she is getting estimates to remove the overgrowth on the house.

3. Park Loitering-Ms Puchalski reported there was drug paraphernalia found and young people seen in vehicles at night in the park and voiced need to contact her and or Sheriff’s Department.

E. LIGHTING /TOURISM

1. Stuart Bell is taking responsibility and Town Clerk will get him information needed.

2. Mayor Moon recommended that the Town Brochure not be revised until park is finished.

F. SEASIDE PARK

1. Bill Burnham reported that basically all work required by the grant has been completed except for the walkways, which will be completed once he gets a reading from A-NPDC as to how much money is left.

2. Mr. Burnham stated that he is pleased with the results thus far and has had good feedback.

3. There is a promising opportunity to get a Native Plants Grant through DCR. Application is in process and Pat Hart will head this up.

4. The DCR sign has arrived and needs to be installed by July 15.

G.  CHANNEL DREDGING

1.  Ms. Parker not present. No report.

VIII.  New Business
1. Hazard Mitigation Plan:  Mayor Moon requested Town Clerk find files with dates of storms, i.e. Ernesto and 2 nor’easters with records correlated with NOAA weather center regarding flooding, and sending in flooding photos for problem with VDOT. Discussion followed.

2. Speed Problem – Dan Bilicki noted the continuing speeding problem on Main Street. He presented the “calming street” concept where barriers are erected off the sidewalk to allow only one car to pass through at a time. He suggested that if the Town is interested, they seek support from the County and VDOT. Discussion followed. Council agreed to have this explored further.

    IX.     Announcements

1. Stuart Bell requested that record show he will not be receiving any money while serving on Town Council.

Ms. Shrieves made a motion to adjourn the meeting.  Ms. Puchalski seconded the motion.  The motion was voted upon and passed unanimously.  The meeting was adjourned ay 8:35 p.m.
