TOWN COUNCIL MEETING

I.         Public Comments 

A. Dan Billicki spoke to several county officials regarding Hazardous mitigation plan to post awareness and draft is expected in a couple of weeks, and hopefully a meeting of all counties pursuant to hurricane awareness booklet in October. Also information could be posted on Web Page on what to do, in the meanwhile he did bring a binder of information he has collected to put in library.

B. Jeffrey Pitts from the fire company suggested NO PARKING signs to keep parking to the left and additional signs further south. He asked about donations dating back to 1979 for fire prevention and new equipment purchase. Donations dropped and not renewed, would ask if town would consider $1500.00 donation to fire company be reevaluated.

C. Chris Wardius gave the information he had regarding a recycling bin. Cost would be $70.00 per month pick up once per week, and was open to suggestions as to where to place bin.

      Bill Burnham spoke to Anec and they waived engineering fee of $295.00. Only $20.00 meter hook up fee on the first bill of monthly         charges.  Also, he obtained a low bid of $375.00 for Wachapreague Seaside Park Sign from a firm in Pocomoke . The amount for Seaside Park Gazebo walkways was a bid of $3240.00 including labor, and was put to a roll call.  Sandie Puchalski made motion for roll call motion was seconded by Debbie Shrieves.  All Town Council members were in favor.  

The money for the signs and walkways is paid for by Grant funds and we have an estimated $1000.00 remaining.         

With regard to Native plants, application has been sent to NOAA, about 3 weeks ago and we should be hearing soon.
